God used him powerfully to preach 
the gospel, bring joy to cities, and lead 
many people to Christ. Evangelists 
have a special gift to reach the lost, 
people who may never come to church.

The Early Church Grew Because of 
Evangelists. The early Church grew 
quickly because evangelists were 
active everywhere. They preached in 
homes, streets, and public places.

They shared the gospel boldly, and 
God added people to the Church daily.

When evangelists are released, the 
Church grows naturally. When 
evangelists are ignored, the Church 
becomes inward focused and slow.

Today, we pray for revival, but 
revival always begins with evangelism. 
Harvesting Not Weeding. Jesus clearly 
taught us what our focus should be. In 
the parable of the wheat and the 
weeds, He said: “Let both grow 
together until the harvest.” (Matthew 
13:24–30)

Jesus knew there would always be 
weeds, false teachings, wrong 
attitudes, and imperfect people in the 
Church. But He never asked us to 
remove them. In the parable, the 
angels remove the weeds at the end. 
We are not called to fight, attack, 
expose, or constantly criticize others. 
When we ask, “Has God called us to 
remove everyone who is not perfect?” 
the answer is no.

What Jesus Asked Us to Do? Jesus 
was very clear about our real 
assignment: “The harvest is plentiful, 
but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of 
the harvest to  send out workers.” 
(Matthew 9:37–38; Luke 10:2) Our job 
is harvesting, not weeding.

“How beautiful are the feet of those 
who preach the gospel of peace, who 
bring good news!” (Romans 10:15)

The Church of Jesus Christ was 
never meant to stay inside four walls. 
From the beginning, the Church was 
called to go, preach, and reach people. 
At the center of this calling is a ministry 
that the Church today often ignores or 
misunderstands the evangelist.

The Fivefold Ministry Is God's Gift, 
In Ephesians 4:11–12, the Bible says 
that Jesus Himself gave five ministries 
to the Church: “He gave some to be 
apostles, prophets, evangelists, 
pastors and teachers, to equip God's 
people for works of service.”

These ministries are not human 
ideas. They are gifts from Christ to help 
the Church grow strong, mature, and 
effective. Each one has a different role, 
but all are equally important. Today, in 
many churches, we easily recognize 
apostles, prophets, pastors, and 
teachers.

But evangelists are often missing, 
not because God has stopped calling 
them, but because the Church has 
stopped recognizing them. A Wrong 
Idea About Evangelists One serious 
mistake in the Church today is the 
belief that evangelists are a lower-level 
ministry. Some think evangelists are 
“not yet mature” and that when they 
grow, they must become pastors.

This idea is completely wrong and 
not biblical. Evangelists are not 
pastors-in-training. They are not 
incomplete ministers. They are not less 
important. They are fully called by God.

The Bible speaks about Philip the 
Evangelist (Acts 21:8). He did not later 
become a pastor.

But many times, we spend more 
energy on criticizing ministries, arguing 
online, and attacking people than on 
sharing the gospel. This wastes our 
strength and pulls us away from our 
mission. Weeding is God's work. 
Harvesting is our work. From the 
beginning, Satan's plan has been to 
distract the Church. When we focus on 
what Jesus never asked us to do, we 
lose our power and purpose.

The call to the Church today is clear: 
the harvest is ready and the world 
needs the gospel, for the lack is not 
opportunity but workers especially 
evangelists. It is time for the Church to 
return to Christ's mission by honouring 
evangelists, valuing them, supporting 
them, praying for their calling, and 
restoring evangelism to its rightful 
place, so that we become harvesters 
and gospel carriers rather than critics. 
When the Church honours the 
evangelist, the good news will once 
again reach the lost as Jesus intended.

e have come to a special Wseason in the year, and it is 
celebrated with great joy and 
thankfulness by all. It is called 
CHRISTMAS. People from all 
backgrounds, both religious and non-
religious alike, join in the celebration. 
Whether many know the reason for 
the season is another matter. But the 
festive season of Christmas is meant 
to be a reminder and reflection on the 
advent of Jesus as a human 
(incarnation- God in flesh) in 
Bethlehem of Judea, around 2000 
years ago.

At the birth of Jesus, the angelic 
announcement to a group of 
shepherds in the fields was thus: “ Do 
not be afraid, for behold I bring you 
good tidings of great joy which will be 
to all people; For there is born to you 
this day in the city of David a Saviour 
who is Christ the Lord” (Luke 
2:10,11).

Why was it the news of Great Joy?

1. It Was the News for All 
People. “I bring you good tidings of 
great joy which will be to all people”, 
said the angel to the shepherds. 
Religions and sects have claimed the 
birth and rise of heroes and 
prominent persons in history. Often 
prophets and religious figures have 
appeared to raise the standard of 
their local or provincial communities. 

They are never declared as the good 
news for global or universal 
population. But the birth of Christ is 
announced by the angel from heaven 
as a great news that is to all people, 
regardless of their ethnicity, colour, 
nationality or other distinctions made 
by man.

2. I t  Was  the  News of  
Salvation. A Saviour is born. 
Salvation is the greatest need of man 
who is lost. Since man's rebellion and 
disobedience in the Garden of Eden, 
man lost the connection with the 
Creator. Mankind was lost to safety, 
security and eternal life with God as it 
was originally intended. Rescue, 
redemption and restoration of man 
was the greatest need for man who 
was facing an eternity with out God. 
But the birth of Jesus Christ brought 

t he  news  tha t  sa l va t i on  i s  
accomplished since Christ has 
landed on earth. The Saviour has 
come to save and rescue all who call 
upon His name. The connection is 
restored between God and man. It is 
indeed the greatest news man can 
receive from God in heaven. (Acts 
4:12; John 3:16)

3. It Was the News of the 
Incarnation (John 1:14; 1 Timothy 
3:16).” God was manifested in the 
flesh”, writes the Apostle Paul. John 
the beloved disciple of Jesus wrote, 
“The Word became flesh and dwelt 
among us...”. Religion is the search of 
man for finding God and seeking rest, 
peace and destiny. But the arrival of 
Christ as the image of God and the 
exact representation of His Person 
(Hebrews 1:3) is the picture of God 
coming into the culture and condition 
of man with the intention of seeking 
and saving the lost (Luke 19:10). 
Christ as the Babe in Bethlehem's 
manger was the news of great joy, as 
the Creator came to the cradle. Now 
God is not distant from anyone. He 
came in search of man, thus 
emptying Himself of the glory and 
majesty He possessed as God. Good 
news of Great Joy!

4. It Was the News of Love 
(John 3:16)  This season is 
remembered above all, the greatest 
giving ever by God to mankind. The 

motive behind the giving of His Son 
Jesus Christ is to demonstrate His 
unconditional and eternal love. John 
wrote, “For God so loved the world 
that He gave His only begotten Son.” 
Later Paul the Apostle wrote to the 
Christians in Rome, “But God 
demonstrates His love towards us, in 
that while we were still sinners, Christ 
died for us.” (Romans 5:8). Anybody 
could give anything to anyone at any 
time. But God's sacrificial gift in Jesus 
is out of love without and strings 
attached. Love came to us in the 
Person of Jesus and there is reason 
for great joy.

5. It Was the News of Light. 
(Matthew 4:15,16; John 8:12). The 
arrival of Christ as the promised 
Messiah has brought new and fresh 
light to all people. It was a season 
when the darkness give way to the 
Light of the world. The nation of Israel 
and the Jews and the whole world 
was experiencing a spirit of darkness. 
Political invasion, racial segregation, 
religious elit ism, chaotic and 
corrupted systems that kept 
multitudes in slavery and darkness. 
But Christmas brings hope for all as 
Jesus came as the Light of the world. 
We have a reason to celebrate with 
great joy. Jesus brought life and light 
to us.

Rejoice, the Saviour has come. 
God bless you all.

2 Timothy 1:7 For God hath not 
given us the spirit of fear; but of 
power, and of love, and of a sound 
mind.

Today's generation where news 
channels, social media and others 
blare with words of insecurities and also 
when we see the things going on 
around us and in the world, immediately 
we remember what Jesus said in 
Matthew 24:6 And ye shall hear of wars 
and rumors of wars: see that ye be not 
troubled: for all these things must come 
to pass, but the end is not yet. 24:7 For 
nation shall rise against nation, and 
kingdom against kingdom: and there 
shall be famines, and pestilence, and 
earthquakes, in divers places. 24:8 All 
these are the beginning of sorrows. 
24:9 Then shall they deliver you up to 
be afflicted, and shall kill you: and ye 
shall be hated of all nations for my 
name's sake.

And though it is a fact that we hear 
about  wars and famines and 
persecution's Paul speaks in 2 Timothy 
1:7 about one thing that the Lord has 
not given us. As a young man or woman 
the anxiety that you feel and the fear of 
future is natural but we need to 
understand that the truth is this Fear is a 
spirit, it's an atmosphere created or a 
mindset that God did not design for you 
and you don't have to own a spirit that 
was not designed for you.

Now since we know about what the 
Lord has not given us, let us learn what 
the Lord has given unto us.Paul speaks 
about three things 1. Power 2. Love 3. 
Sound MindPower - The Greek word 
used for power is Dunamis it is where 
we get the word Dynamite from.

As Paul says in Ephesians 6:12 For 
we wrestle not against flesh and blood, 
but against principalities, against 
powers, against the rulers of the 
darkness of this world, against spiritual 
wickedness in high places. Our warfare 
is spiritual, it's not about physical 
strength or will power or motivation, we 
need strength to overcome the dark 
forces which can be done only by 
surrendering to Christ as written in 
James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore 
to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee 
from you.

Where does this power, Love and 
Sound Mind comes from Jesus told his 
disciples in Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive 
power, after that the Holy Ghost is 
come upon you: and ye shall be 
witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, 
and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and 
unto the uttermost part of the earth.

Romans 5:5 And hope maketh not 
ashamed; because the love of God is 
shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy 
Ghost which is given unto us.

John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the 
Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you 
into all truth: for he shall not speak of 
himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, 
that shall he speak: and he will shew 
you things to come.

Here in this scriptures we see that 

the source of Power, Love and a Sound 
mind is the Holy Spirit, which the Lord 
says it is given to all those who believe 
in Jesus Christ and ask for it. So here 
we see what God has given us not a 
spirit of Fear, but the Holy Spirit the 
source of Power, Love and a Sound 
mind.

Though the children of the world 
are worried about the perilous times 
that are coming in the last days, the 
children of God have a promise that in 
the last days I will pour out of my Spirit 
upon all flesh.

In this context, the "Spirit of Power" 
is seen as a divine gift that provides: 
Boldness: The courage to speak or act 
despite opposition.

Endurance: The strength to 
persevere through suffering.

Authority: Spiritual influence over 
one's and others circumstances or 
internal struggles.

The "love" referred to in this context 
is almost always the Greek word 
agape. agape is: Volitional: It is a 
choice of the will, not just a feeling.

Unconditional: It seeks the 
highest good of another person, 
regardless of whether they deserve it or 
how they respond.

Sacrificial: It is modeled after 
Christ’s willingness to give His life for 
others. A sound mind is an active way 
of processing reality based on truth 
rather than emotion.

Self-Governance: The ability to 
control your impulses, reactions, and 
thoughts. It is the opposite of being 
"carried away" by a mood or a trend.

Clarity Under Pressure: While a 
spirit of fear causes panic, a sound 
mind remains calm and logical because 
it is anchored in God’s promises.

Right Priorities: It focuses on what 
is eternal and true rather than the 
immediate "cares of this life."The 
"Renewed" Mind: As described in 
Romans 12:2, it is a mind that is 
constantly being "re-programmed" by 
Scripture to see the world from God's 
perspective.

The "Sound Mind" is the governor 
of the engine. It directs the Power and 
ensures the Love is applied wisely. 
Together, they don't just "mask" fear; 
they replace it with a different spiritual 
nature entirely. 

So let us be aware about What the 
Lord has given us not, and what he has 
given us and equipped us with. God 
bless you.
